Dear Friends and Neighbours

In the summer, around the Diocese of Gloucester, there will be a series of
conversations taking place in which many people will be asked about their
hopes, aspirations and expectations of the church. I hope you will take part in
these conversations.

Good conversations are a two-way exchange where people both speak and
listen - and probably listening is the more important bit. It’s all too easy to
think we have heard what the other person has said. But sometimes we hear
what we want to hear; we can filter out what we don’t want to hear. We can
fail to pick up on body language and facial expressions - because sometimes
people say what they think we want to hear; or don’t really want to say what's
on their mind. And sometimes we don’t know what to say (or blurt something
out) because we haven’t really given ourselves time to think.

Communication can be complicated stuff!

For those who are members of the Christian community, we also need to be in
communication with God because we need to find out what God wants for His
church and His world. We can do this by spending some time in prayer. At its
most simple (and I like simple), prayer is talking with God - often silently
speaking to Him from the heart; bringing to Him our hopes and fears; seeking
forgiveness and being expectant.

We want to ask:

e  Whatis the Holy Spirit saying to us?

e  Whatis your dream or vision for the Church in five years time?
e  What can we do to realize this vision?

During May, why not drop into church and look for the ‘Prayer Stations’ that
we are setting up. You will find some resources there to help us all pray as we
commit our church to serving our community in God’s name, as we seek to do
His will.

The service we provide is reliant on our brilliant team of pilots, critical care paramedics,
and critical care doctors who specialise in pre-hospital care and trauma medicine.

From emergency caesareans to roadside amputations or treating cardiac arrests, it’s the
skill and dedication of our team that means one patient in five — a patient otherwise
expected to die — survives.

We need to raise £2.3million a year to stay operational, but despite this we receive no
day to day funding from the Government or National Lottery. We rely on people like you.
Together we save lives.
